Microscopes

Combination of two words


Micro = small


Scope = view



Ability to view small objects or magnify them (or different parts)

Have students as well as myself cut out the letter “E” or “e” from the newspaper

Need:  Newspaper, scissors, glass slides, coverslips, droppers, water, kimwipes (lens paper)

Demonstrate how to prepare a slide for observation under the microscope

-be sure to hold the cover slip at a 90 degree angle next to the water before placing over the speciman  (eliminates bubbles)


- only lens paper should be used to clean the microscope, slides, coverslips

Have each student prepare a slide of their own for observation using their “E” or “e”


- check for bubbles

Demonstrate how to look at a slide under the microscope

· use the lowest power, then move to a higher power WITHOUT TOUCHING THE SLIDE

· Before you move to a higher power, make sure the objective won’t hit the slide

· Use the Coarse adjustment knob to get the speciman into view, then use the fine adjustment knob (higher power usually) to sharpen the image
